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PLANK RIP CUTS BELOW  
OBSTACLES

Place tape measure into the backside of the 
receiving channel, measure to the top of the 
plank face of previously installed plank (past nail 
hem). Transfer measurement plus 1/4" to the 
siding plank, pull tape from bottom of plank, 
mark and cut.
